3.1 Principals Report: Principal Jason Bramson reported the staff received training on the APEX Learning on Thursday January 20, 2011. He stated they will start testing usage with the students in Independent Study, North Valley, and Community Day School by the middle of next week. Principal Bramson stated that this is a great way for students who are behind to recover the credits needed to graduate. He noted this was a very good program for the District.

Certificated Representative Report – OTA President Becky Brummet commented we had a good negotiation session. She stated everyone is working together on feedback to improve PLC’s Becky also stated during negotiations they are going too fast and too quick and it becomes time consuming and overwhelming.

Alicia reported the fall sports teams are doing really well.
3.3 Assistant Superintendent’s Report – Assistant Superintendent Armand Brett commended Principal Bramson on the good job he’s doing in Alternative Education. He also stated that despite the budget cuts Alternative Education has made adjustments and the programs are really running smoothly. With the addition of Alberto Mojica for Math and Becky Brummet helping to mentor kids Alternative Education is off to a great start.
3.4 Superintendent’s Report- Superintendent von Kleist reported that he concurs, that everyone is working hard. He noted staff are working well together to address various issues. He also noted he and Laura are keeping a close eye on the State Budget. He stated Laura is developing two budgets depending on what happens with the State budget. He commended the IT Techs on the great job they are doing to keep the systems up and running smoothly for all the sites. He stated Ray Morgan consultants were working on getting our new copy machines installed and up and running at all the sites. He noted construction is moving forward and the pad at OHS will be poured as long as the weather permits. He stated we were dealing with PG&E on some issues but working together with them to resolve them. He also reported that the new construction is under budget but delayed due to rain. He noted we are preparing to send a letter of intent to a solar company so they may begin the next phase of analyzing our parking lots for solar shade structures. This could reduce PG&E costs by 15-30%.
