In her class this year, she was put in charge of the Accelerated Reader program and is happy to assist any students if they need help. Kate thanked her family for their support and encouragement and stated it is an honor to be in school and she is grateful her family raised her to be so humble and kind.

3.1 Fairview Principal Report: Principal Boyles reported this year is going well. Fairview teachers are PLC driven and focusing on reading interventions after ELA and even holding them after school. He noted the interventions are built on the line jumpers. The teachers are also developing smart goals to increase student success for learning and testing. NED assembly performance was created to teach motivational values and get the kids pumped up for learning. The event was no cost to Fairview with the support of the parent club selling yoyos on site.

Superintendent’s Report - Superintendent Chris von Kleist gave an update on  the injured CK Price construction site worker from Wednesday the 19th stating he was awake and talking, but they were inducing a coma to evaluate him. The other gentleman involved returned to the worksite the next day. The drawings for the solar project have been sent to DSA and we are waiting for their approval. At the AGB meeting on the 17th we received some really good insight from Fairview on their PLC’s. Superintendent von Kleist wanted to commend all the OHS athletic teams for their performance across the board and thank the community for their support. Superintendent von Kleist reported OUSD has been approved for modernization funding for Mill Street School. There will be a meeting with Mill Street staff to discuss the upcoming projects. There could also be movement towards Fairview and some projects there but we’re only in the beginning stages at this time.
