PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/ADJUSTMENT OF AGENDA/PUBLIC COMMENTS:


Trustee Kraemer asked Student of The Month Berenice Camarena to lead the flag salute.

2.1 Report of actions taken in closed session: 



2.1.1 The Board authorized the Superintendent to appoint Accounts Payable Clerk Sepon Istepanyan to represent the District in a small claims action. No other action was taken.

2.4 Student of the Month – Principal Steve Hiscock presented C K Price 8th grade Student Berenice Camarena the Student of the Month award. Principal Hiscock commented that Berenice has a great work ethic, she’s motivational, a team player and she is amazing overall. CK is excited to recognize her for this award. CK Teacher Sue McNally commented that Berenice is honorable, a leader and she will do well in college and life. Mrs. McNally stated Berenice has been a fantastic aide in her classroom and a positive example for other students. Berenice thanked her family and all her teachers for their support in her education. She stated she practices good study habits, makes sure to be at school every day and that getting this award means a lot to her.

COMMUNITY-STAFF AND/OR PRINCIPALS’ REPORTS:
3.1 CK Price report: Assistant Principal Sailsbery provided an update on activities and clubs available to the CK Price students. CJSF, GATE meets on Tuesdays after school with Mrs. McNally, Club Live meets Mondays after school with Mrs. Lawrence, Builders Club with Mr. Pfaff meets once a month for different activities. She mentioned a teacher that donated her time last year for the Flag Team has started it earlier this year with participants practicing every Friday to prepare for competition. There is a wrestling Club, an after school program available through the County and those students are currently making scarves and beanie hats to sell as a fundraiser. There is a Career Knowledge Class from 3-4 on Fridays. CK has a phenomenal Music Program available. There is a Wild about Books Club that meets during lunchtime, a Yearbook Club and a Leadership Club. She reported soccer and volleyball just ended and girls’ basketball is underway with boys’ basketball beginning in January.  

3.2 Transportation Update: 

Transportation Supervisor Mark Smith reported last year they received a grant to retrofit the exhaust systems on all the buses to meet qualifications of California Air Resources Board.  He reported 10 out of 13 have the new filter installed the 2 newest buses had them already. Eight retrofits have been completed at what would have cost the district $14,000 for each bus and with this grant it was no cost to the district. They purchased a Pulse Machine for the filters, also purchased was a Regeneration System and an electrician replaced the electrical panel in the shop due so it could handle the new equipment. He reported he recently was authorized to order a new digital security system for the buses and hopes to have them installed sometime before the December Break. He noted he is putting together a “Stop When Red Lights Flash” campaign for next school year. He noted the counts are up at this time with about 920 students being transported to school but may go down when the Winter sports start.   


3.3 Staff/Community Reports:

Certificated Representative Report – OTA President Becky Brummet stated the two days of negotiations offered good conversation that brought us back to not taking people at face value but believing that they have good intentions. She stated the OTA was attempting to educate the Board last month regarding the Kindergarten teacher issue at Mill Street and they did not intend it to be a “job action”. She stated she really appreciates the conversation from the first day of negotiations and the problem solving that Superintendent von Kleist has been doing.

Classified Representative Report –Ron Walker reported Cindy Smith’s coat giveaway was a success and about 102 people benefited from this, most being children. He also reported that the CSEA met with the District Office on November 9th pertaining to just the Classified employees and the meeting went well. He noted on Tuesday November 22nd, at 6:00 pm there will be a banquet for the CK Price girls’ volleyball.


Student Representative Report- Jason Mendoza reported OHS is holding a rally on Friday for the big game for Volleyball and Football. OHS will be hosting a blood drive on December 13th which they received a huge thank you banner because out of all the surrounding schools in this area they were most exceled in the blood drive by bringing the most students. He reported he is working on Paints for Patients which supports leukemia patients starting February 13th through March 2nd 2012.


Superintendent’s Report - Superintendent von Kleist commended Assistant Superintendent Beth Colucci on a flow chart she created demonstrating the many ways the District communicates with staff and the community. Superintendent von Kleist noted this is only the second time iPads have been used for Board Meetings and they have saved approximately $330.00 just on materials used to create this month’s agenda, which is a small agenda. The monthly maintenance fee for the program costs much less than the materials and employee hours required to prepare and deliver traditional paper agendas.   He reported that on Monday, November 14th he hosted a Rotary Club luncheon for about 15 people that included sack lunches, a presentation of the state of the District and a tour of the new construction projects. Superintendent von Kleist noted we hope to hold a reception for all the OUSD staff in the new Science/Media Center at OHS before the December 15th Board Meeting and invite Orland City Council members, Rotary and OPD.  Superintendent von Kleist reported he is looking into a Government Bond Program called QZAB. This would allow the District to partner with a private entity and receive bond money which is tax free for them. The District would then use this money to offset Measure K and Modernization/New Construction money to enhance the instructional program through facilities and materials for the teachers. He provided a written summary of the QZAB program.
