CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL, PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Trustee Kraemer called the meeting to order at 6:02 pm.

Trustee Kraemer called the regular meeting to order at 7:12 pm.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/ADJUSTMENT OF AGENDA/PUBLIC COMMENTS:


Trustee Kraemer asked Student of The Month Ashley Schumann to lead the flag salute.


2.1 Report of actions taken in closed session: No action was taken in closed session.

2.2 No requests were made to have any agenda items moved.

2.3 No declarations of conflict of interest from any Governing Board Member(s) abstaining.


2.4 Student of the Month – Principal Jeff Scheele presented Orland High School Senior Ashley Schumann with the Student of the Month award. OHS teacher Mrs. Aguiar noted Ashley is well liked and good at managing her time. Ashley is a student that goes the extra mile, always gives 110% and has a smile on her face every day. Ashley is very involved in school and participates in many activities. Including as Principal Scheele pointed out she is an excellent wrestler and has placed in some state tournaments.


2.5 Public comment regarding any item that is not on the Open Session Agenda- No comment was made regarding items not on the Open Session Agenda. Tri-County News reporter Susan Meeker introduced herself to the Board and expressed her interest in covering any school news and events that will be taking place in our District.

ORGANIZATIONAL MEETING:
3.1 Election of Officers:
Trustee Donnelley moved to elect Ben Kraemer as President, Trustee Pasero seconded the motion. Motion carried 4/0.
Trustee Porras moved to elect Larry Donnelley as Board Clerk, Trustee Pasero seconded the motion. Motion carried 4/0. 

3.2 Establish Board Meeting Calendar:
Trustee Pasero moved to approve the Board Meeting calendar. Trustee Donnelley seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4/0.

COMMUNITY-STAFF AND/OR PRINCIPALS’ REPORTS:
4.1 Orland High School Report: Assistant Principal Bramson reported they have created new committees for teachers’ extra duty hours. Committees include Parent Involvement, CAHSEE/STAR, Safety and Discipline, and the Senior Projects and Community Service Committee. Assistant Principal Bramson reported they created an advisory calendar specifically geared toward academics and spirit rallies. They selected 8 days and held 35 minute academic rallies during first period to distribute progress reports and advise students on grades and what improvements could be made to achieve their goals. 

Assistant Principal Bramson noted that our athletic teams have been doing excellent and this includes receiving Section Championships for tennis and football. Orland High School’s Austin Schmeltzer was chosen for the offensive League MVP and Ray Hecox was chosen for the defensive League MVP. Assistant Principal Bramson noted wrestling has done very well with a record of 6/0. The wrestling team beat Chico for 3 years straight and has won the Doc Peterson Tournament 2 years in a row. 

Principal Scheele distributed information pertaining to PLC’s and discussed how the current curriculum is being taught. Principal Scheele reported he is currently working on a potential grant for OHS called “ASSETs-After School Safety and Enrichment for Teens program”. He noted this program would provide student’s academic assistance, enrichment/clubs, physical education and may provide some additional funding for OHS.

Student Representative Report- ASB President Jason Mendoza introduced Daniel Ortiz as the representative that will take his place when he graduates this year. Jason reported fall semester ends January 13th, so they are preparing for finals, finishing Senior projects and completing 16 hours of Community Service required to graduate. The students are setting up for the Sophomore CAHSEE in March. He reported they just held a blood drive on Tuesday and will soon be notified of how much blood was donated. They held a canned food drive for the Food Pantry and a toy drive donation. The sophomores sold See’s candy and the juniors were selling ornaments as a fundraiser for the student body. Jason reported there will be a homecoming dance for basketball on January 27th. He also reported Mr. Milhorn’s class performed a horror story play called the “Beating Heart”.  He finished his report by announcing that the senior’s will be holding their annual yard sale on Saturday, February 11th.


Superintendent’s Report- Superintendent von Kleist reported the state pulled the first “budget trigger”. This will negatively impact the transportation budget, but the District was prepared to deal with it so its impact is minimal. 



Superintendent von Kleist reported he and Trustee Donnelley visited Mill Street to discuss a new pilot program called the “MAG-Multi-Age Group” program, which consists of a combination Pre-K through 2nd grade. This will reduce the K class sizes while targeting 1st and 2nd grade students who require more focused learning opportunities. 



Superintendent von Kleist reported we received the recently approved K-8 curriculum and noted we have made 3 full curriculum adoptions within the last 5 years. Superintendent von Kleist reported the solar project has been on hold due to minor changes in the proposed plans but will hopefully be back on track soon. He reported about his recent meeting with a team of underwriters and attorneys to discuss how to execute the next bond sale, possibly eliminating the financial advisors saving approximately $65,000 off the cost of issuance. He noted the sale of this bond will provide funding for construction of a new cafeteria and one new classroom at Mill Street. The existing structures will be demolished.  Superintendent von Kleist noted the Ag Department students will be in charge of designing and executing the landscaping for the new two story building at OHS which in turn saves money and is a project the students can be proud of.
