3.1 School Report-Fairview Elementary School- Principal Boyles reported the Family Math night had a great turn out. The event was catered by El Patrero. They were able to show off their new laptop cart and the parents receiving training for the on-line math. They had teachers at different stations playing games with the families. They started after school interventions in January to target struggling students. He reported Mrs. Lusardi’s class has been demoing The Renaissance Learning program for about 2 months which is being used for A/R tests and accelerated math. The DPA’s will be rolling out this week and they plan to use the data to prepare the students for April’s testing. He reported the Latino Literacy Program which consists of Martha Rico, Lisa Ramirez, and Luanne Stewart will be working with 10 families for 10 weeks on reading together.

3.2 Staff/Community Reports:

Certificated Representative Report – OTA President Becky Brummet commented on budget figures provided by the Business Manager. She stated that she appreciates Laura’s hard work and doesn’t question her integrity. She also stated that OTA appreciates how the Superintendent facilitates negotiations and also appreciates that he found funding for the sites to use for instructional materials. She thanked Steve Hiscock for explaining the DSLT and PLC’s and why they are necessary.

Classified Representative Report – Absent.


Student Representative Report- Alicia reported the Junior prom was good and made money but until the figures come back she is unsure of how much. She reported the Sock Hop is coming up on March 25th and that Dera Miller is helping organize it. Leadership teacher Travis Moore is helping students prepare a constitution and start their own elections. The Juniors are planning their first annual carnival. Student Body is looking into electric marquee options so they can advertise events at different locations. She also reported the sports teams are doing really well with the boys and girls basketball teams earning Championship status. The OHS Cheerleaders took home 2nd place at the Cheer competition in Chico.

3.3 Assistant Superintendent’s Report – Assistant Superintendent Armand Brett commented they are discussing staffing, seniority and budget with the sites. He stated we are progressing with negotiations and working to overcome a few challenges.

3.4 Superintendent’s Report- Superintendent von Kleist reported that OHS construction was on time but delayed due to rain. He reported there are some issues with the electric panels and some PG&E issues that we are working out. The City is working with us on a water water supply issue. Contractors are waiting for the weather to clear so they can finish digging the elevator pit. He reported good news from Jack Schreders office about an increase in modernization money for the CK Price project and OHS project. He noted there would be funds advanced from construction and E-Rate for new desktop computers for Mill Street and a fill in order for instructional materials. He stated Mike Kinner is gathering information needed for the IES Solar Company and they may be interested in leasing land behind the farm as a solar energy production area. He reported we are gathering information for the new CK Price building project to be submitted within 90 days. He reported the Roosevelt bathrooms are waiting for an inspector. He commented that the Missions at Fairview school were great and it was nice to see a packed cafeteria for the event. Superintendent von Kleist also stated how great it is to see something going on at the new CK gymnasium morning and night and that every time he drives by the OHS track there are community members and students using it.
