Mill Street School Report: Principal Haight presented 2nd grader Kyle Shannon with the Student of The Month award and invited his 1st grade teacher Mrs. Howie and his current 2nd grade teacher Mrs. Forrester to commend him for all his hard work and dedication. She also announced Family Literacy Mornings will be taking place in the library at Mill Street and families are encouraged to come in, read with their children and enjoy breakfast goodies and refreshments.

Superintendent’s Report - Superintendent von Kleist reported we are working with the principals on PLC. Everyone is working hard to get the best possible student achievement this year. Superintendent von Kleist also reported Victor Perry and OHS woodshop students are building a new podium for use at Board meetings. Superintendent von Kleist reported that we anticipate the solar construction project will begin in October with shade canopies at the Kindergarten area, the bus lines and in the North West corner of Mill Street. Fairview will see a shade structure over the parking area and a solar canopy at the South end of the school. CK Price will have solar placed near the Media Center/Science building. OHS will have solar shade canopies over the football field parking area.  The Superintendent reported we are in the process of pricing additional bathrooms for the gym at OHS and noted it is a very expensive addition.  Superintendent von Kleist noted we are currently advertising for an additional custodian. Superintendent von Kleist reported that by the October or November Board Meeting we will be transitioning to electronic agenda’s and replacing the hard copy documents to lower costs of paper and printer usage. The BoardDoc trainer will be on site for training. The program will give us the ability to prepare agendas and access them from anywhere. Superintendent von Kleist reported we are in the process of combining Dr. Brett’s position with Beth Colucci. The District will then have one full-time Assistant Superintendent.
